To honour his dreams and
aspirations, the Cherukoth Warwin Trust was founded
in 1990 by his father, Mr. John CV, with the support of
his wife, Mrs. Annamma John, as its settler. The school
embodies the transformative vision of providing holistic
education, fostering compassion, and nurturing young
minds through innovative teaching methods.

Nestled in the heart of Vaikom, the school is a profound
expression of a mother’s enduring love and belief in the
power of education. It was the first school in Vaikom to
be affiliated with CBSE, establishing itself as a pioneer
in offering centralized and standardized education.

Hindu temples, for
instance, are more than places
of worship; they symbolize the
universe and the journey toward
moksha. Temple carvings
and sculptures depict gods,
goddesses, and mythical stories,
reminding devotees of their spiritual
path.

Many South Indian temples are painted in vibrant
colours, each with unique symbolism and mythological
significance. Every temple has a unique story, often
shrouded in mystery, such as the Sree Padmanabha
Swami Temple in Thiruvananthapuram, whose secrets
still intrigue researchers.

In the Museum of Odisha, there is a striking sculpture
of Maa Chamundeshwari that captures both fear and
fascination. Her face is covered with deep wrinkles,
giving her a frightening appearance at first glance. Her
eyes, wide open and lidless, seem to pop out, adding
to the intensity of her gaze.

The sculpture’s left hand is missing. Atop her head
is a crown-like structure resembling raging flames,
symbolizing her fiery power.

INDIA’S FIRST SATELLITE

Aryabhata was India’s first satellite, named after
the first major mathematician-astronomer from
the classical age of Indian mathematics and Indian
astronomy. It was completely designed and fabricated
in India. It was launched by a Soviet Kosmos-3M
rocket from Kapustin Yar, a Soviet rocket launch and
development site in Astrakhan Oblast, on April 19,
1975.

India’s first unmanned satellite marked a landmark
moment in the country’s history. On that day, India
became the world’s 11th nation to send a satellite
into orbit. It was a scientific and experimental mission.
The manufacturer and owner of this satellite is ISRO
(Indian Space Research Organisation). It was built
by ISRO and launched by the Soviet Union as part of
the Soviet Interkosmos programme, which provided
access to space for friendly states. It weighed 794
pounds (360 kg).

Still, very few people know the history behind the
Aryabhata satellite. It goes like this: In 1971, Indira
Gandhi, the Prime Minister of our country at that
time, received a message from Moscow through the
Indian ambassador. The message informed her that
the Soviet Academy of Sciences was ready to assist
India in launching its first satellite.

India decided to take up their offer, and Aryabhata was
launched with the Soviet Union’s help. As the Aryabhata
satellite exited Earth’s orbit, it began to record valuable
data. It was designed with instruments to explore
conditions in Earth’s ionosphere, measure neutrons
and rays from the Sun, and perform investigations
in X-ray astronomy. After the fifth day in orbit, an
electrical failure meant that Aryabhata’s instruments
had to be switched off.

Still, during the five days it was in space, valuable
information was collected. It goes without saying
that Aryabhata marked the
beginning of the country’s space
exploration journey, etching its
